with a focus on pastoral or spiritual counselling (length: 2+ years)
» a Canadian resident attending a school in Canada

2) The following criteria will be considered during selection:
*  GPA of 3.0 or higher;
» exceptional leadership service within their school and/or community in the area of spiritual care;
» written response to the following question:
»  “Why do you feel called to pursue studies in spiritual counselling in the counselling and psychotherapy
profession?” (max. 500 words)

The following documents must be provided, combined into one PDF, to substantiate the above criteria:
» school transcript (unofficial accepted)
* school/community service reference letter
» answer to the application question (max. 500 words)

documents compiled into one PDF file by e-mail to spchapter@ccpa-accp.ca .

Application deadline: March 31 of each year
The winner(s) will be announced and/or presented during the CCPA Annual National Conference.
